Chairman Jensen began the meeting at 7:03 pm and asked Kay Beck to lead in the pledge of allegiance.

 

· Motion to approve the agenda as printed was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Sean Bartschi, all in favor.

 

· Motion to go into hear for the Steve Chamber Variance is made by Steve Hardy and seconded by Sean Bartschi, all in favor.

 

Steve Chamber Variance Mitch says all postings were done in time. Steve Chamber explains that he wants to add onto his house, his house already takes up nearly all of the lot leaving enough for the setbacks. Steve wants to add a covered deck on the North of the house that will take the entire five-foot setback currently there. He says the neighbor is his cousin and doesn’t mind if he is that close. The board asks some questions. Wayne Davidson, the building inspector, points out that the building code does require that any part of the building less than three feet of the property line must be built to resist fire. Mitch Poulsen’s staff report identifies that the request doesn’t qualify for a variance under county ordinances.
 

· Motion to go out of hearing was made by Steve Hardy, seconded by Kristy Crane all in favor.

 

Deliberation of the Steve Chamber variance commences and there is much said about the real need for a variance. Kristy Crane reminds the board that a variance by definition is “A variance shall not be considered a right but may be granted to an applicant upon a showing of undue hardship related to physical characteristics of the site, not created by the owner of the property, and then only if the proposal is not in conflict with the public interest.” (Bear Lake County Land Use Ordinance Chapter 11, Section 5). The board is mostly concerned whether the neighbor would be upset and feels there would be no harm if the neighbor is okay with it.

 

· Motion to approve the Variance for Steve Chamber, allowing him to build an attached covered deck up to the North property line with the condition that Steve Chamber provide a letter from his neighbor on the North, Randy Budge, showing approval, and Steve Chamber provide proof that Idaho Lands agrees to the variance, was made by Sean Bartschi, Kay Beck seconded the motion. Vote taken, Ron Jensen, Albert Johnson, Steve Hardy, Kay Beck, Sean Bartschi, Devon Boehme in favor, Kristy Crane against, motion passes.

 

Wynn Hubrich 2 Lot Split Mitch shows on a map the two lots to be split. It’s been surveyed, and it meets all other requirements.

 

· Motion to approve the Wynn Hubrich lot split is made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Sean Bartschi, all in favor.

 

Mark Kilpatrick lot split is in Bailey Creek. This is a large property that was split by the owner sometime earlier, but it was not done correctly, and it was flagged illegal. Now the owner has died, and the children would like to clear it up, so they have the ability to build on or sell the land.

 

· Motion to approve the Mark Kilpatrick lot split was made by Kristy Crane, seconded by Devin Boehme, all in favor.

 

Old business, the commissioners want the board to review the comprehensive plan. The state statute requires this every five years.

 

Election of officers, after some discussion of possible nominees, the board decides to go with the current officers,
