Chairman Jensen began the meeting at 7:03 pm and asked Sean Bartschi to lead in the pledge of allegiance.  The Chairman then welcomed the newest board member, Devon Boehme to the board.

 

First up was the Larry Palmer lot split. Mitch explains that this is in Paris Canyon, and within the Paris Community Expansion zone.  Everything Mr. Palmer wants to do fits within the requirements of the community expansion requirements. Larry Palmer then explains that the land is already divided into two lots, but one lot is hard to get to, and his intention is to change the boundaries of the lots so each is easily accessed from the road. Each lot will remain over 20 acres and one lot has a house on it already.

· Motion to approve the Larry Palmer lot split was made by Sean Bartschi, seconded by Steve Hardy, all in favor.

 

Tom Morgan then wants clarification on the zoning his land is classified under. He has land along the beach South of St Charles it is within the St Charles Community Expansion zone. He was working under the impression that his land was zoned Lake Shore.  The Lake Shore zone allows smaller lot widths, and he was hoping to divide with the smaller size possibilities. He asked the board if there was some way to rezone his land to Lake Shore, or was there a variance or waiver he could apply for allowing him to divide his land with smaller sized lots, with the minimum width of 75 feet as required in the Lake Shore zoning. Tom explained that he would still divide the same number of lots regardless of how small he could make them, but if the lots had to be at least 100 feet wide as required in the Community Expansion zone, then there would be less open space. He would like to have more open space and homes closer together. The board discusses a variance, 
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waiver and rezone. They decide that to rezone this property would be the wrong thing to do.          It doesn’t really fit the requirements of a variance. There is however a clause in the Land Use Ordinances that allows for a waiver. Mitch reads the definition of a waiver and it appears that the board can waive the requirements of 100 feet lot width. This could also be done at the same time the preliminary plat is presented. Tom decides to prepare his preliminary plat and include a request for a waiver on the lot size, and bring it to the board next month.

 

Old business, Mitch mentions there will be a couple other small subdivisions coming to the board.
