Chairman Jensen began the meeting at 7:02 pm and asked Kristy Crane to lead in the pledge of allegiance.

 

· Motion to approve the agenda was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Devin Boehme, all in favor.

 

Bart McKinnon- Aspen Creek Meadows Subdivision, Phase 4/ Preliminary Plat
Mitch began by explaining the rules of engagement for public hearings, and asked that anyone who wanted to comment to please sign in.

 

· Motion to go into hearing was made by Kristy Crane, seconded by Steve Hardy, all in favor.

 

Bart McKinnon representing Aspen Creek Meadows Subdivision shows a drawing of the intended subdivision. This is an extension of the subdivision he and others started in 2004. This will include 12 new lots and finish the road leading out of the subdivision. Sewer and power are in, and the water system they use can handle the extra demand. This will be very much the same as the last division they did. Mitch explained that Aspen Creek Meadows has already been approved for more lots, these new lots will bring the total up to 72 lots. Mitch also says the engineer has reviewed and approved the new division, noting that this will give a second access to the subdivision and will give potential North-South access for future development. Right now the roads are not maintained by the county, Bart has been plowing them himself.

From the audience, Matt Farr with Direct Communications asked if there are utilities easements in place with the new subdivision, the answer was yes. He also encourages the developer to work with them when there is any trenching done. Mitch says this plat map doesn’t have existing infrastructure marked, the storm water drainage could be better, and they would like to see elevation lines. Bart McKinnon agrees with Mitch and says these things can be added on the final plat.

 

· Motion to go out of public hearing is made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Devin Boehme, all in favor.
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Deliberation on the Bart McKinnon subdivision includes talk about the roads, and who will or should maintain them. Also the North-South access would be a good thing for managing traffic to relieve HWY 89, if there comes a time when a road can be built there.

 

· Motion to approve the Bart McKinnon- Aspen Creek Meadows Subdivision, Phase 4/ Preliminary Plat
with recommendations to the County Commissioners that the roads where originally intended for future North-South access, and all new roads are to be built to county standards, and clarify who is to maintain all roads in this subdivision while considering future North-South access, also have the Engineer review sewer demands. The developer is to contact Direct Communications for infrastructure. The motion is made by Steve Hardy seconded by Kay Beck, all in favor.

 

Tom Morgan-North Shore Subdivision/Preliminary Plat
· Motion to go into hearing was made by Steve Hardy, seconded by Albert Johnson, all in favor.
Tom presents the official name of the subdivision will now be The Meadows, and shows some drawings of how this phase will look.  He is still trying to finalize the water, still working towards a private system using wells. He emphasized there will be 50% of the development, about 125 acres, in open space much as it looks now. He says he has had positive feedback from others. What he presented tonight is phase one, it works out to about one unit to acre. And by having a couple access points it will eliminate 5 or 6 HWY accesses there now. He said St Charles City is willing to take the sewer, but there are still some final arrangements to be made.

From the audience, Scott Bunnell shows some pictures of views of the lake. He says that even though he would like to build his own home sometime in St Charles and look down on the proposed area, he doesn’t like the idea of this subdivision. He doesn’t want to look down on a subdivision. He agrees that people have the right to do what they want, but he wants them to do something different. Particularly he thinks the proposed subdivision is too clustered, and would like the homes to be spread out allowing views to the lake.

Matt Farr, from Direct Communications is concerned about the infrastructure and wants to be in the loop when things move forward.

David Bunnell, a property owner asks is it private? The answer is it will be a private subdivision. He then is against it. He doesn’t like that people can drive on “his” property but we can’t drive on “theirs”. He went on to elaborate, saying that people come here and drive all over the mountains and roads, but we can’t access his land to get to the lake.

Stacey Transtrum sees the impact of the visitors as negative for farm animals, roads and traffic. She worries that her property values will go up. Don’t see where these visitors will benefit the community, our schools or other things, they only impact it negatively. Local people can barely get by now, as property values go up the locals can’t afford to stay. She asks how will this benefit the community? She wants the board to “take care of their own”.

Thom Morgan says, the best thing for the school district is the vacation homes paying their taxes.

Gary McKee working with Thom Morgan, says that Thom wants to impact the community as little as possible. Gary thinks this is a different attitude from other developers he has worked with. Other developers would put homes in the open space.

A general discussion with the audience about taxes, water, traffic, and people took some minutes. Some feelings were hurt when Albert Johnson alluded to a poor relationship between St Charles City and Thom Morgan. Alan Michealson, Mayor of St Charles City, and Gary McKee cleared that up, both saying that there has been a good relationship between both parties.
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· Motion to go out of public hearing was made by Steve Hardy, seconded by Kristy Crane, all in favor.

 

Deliberation on the Thom Morgan subdivision decided that it could move forward with the preliminary plat contingent on water be provided for.

 

· Motion to approve the Thom Morgan-North Shore (The Meadows) Subdivision/Preliminary Plat contingent on getting water for the entire build out of the subdivision, and engineering for the road, and approval from the Highway Department for access, and finalizing all else needed for the final plat. Motion was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Kay Beck, all in favor.
 

Work Meeting Mitch and Chairman Jensen have been working on impact areas in the county. They feel that three fourths of the county is divided into land less than 40 acres.

 

Old Business Steve Hardy and Bill Stock ask questions about the over lay zone, and if there was a hearing done properly with the commissioners. If there were changes to the boundary then there should have been a hearing. Mitch will research the minutes and determine if there needs to be a hearing and if there was one done.

Kristy brought up the subject about the 40-acre zone, and the limits it imposes on development. There was some discussion on that.

Steve brought up a lively discussion about manufactured homes and back filled foundations.

 

· Motion to approve last month’s minutes was made by Kay Beck, seconded by Albert Johnson, all in favor.

· Motion to adjourn was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Devin Boehme, all in favor at 9:27 pm.
