Chairman Jensen started the meeting at 7:02 pm and asked Kristy Crane to lead in the pledge of allegiance.

 

· Motion to accept the agenda as posted was made by Kristy Crane, seconded by Steve Hardy, all in favor. 

 

Chairman Jensen begins discussion on the Overlay Zone ordinance. This ordinance was designed with a 3-year sunset clause in it, with the requirement to be reviewed in three years and a determination made as to the validity of keeping the ordinance. It has been nearly three years since its origin. Chairman Jensen reads the letter written in 2014 to the commissioners spelling out the intent of this ordinance. So far there have been 12 people who have taken advantage of this ordinance.

 

Discussion opens with the commissioners asking questions, they and the board discuss options and ideas to make the ordinance more effective. It is asked if the area defined in the ordinance could be enlarged to include Dingle and South to the North Beach Road, and also above Paris. One requirement of this ordinance is the county road adjacent to the land in question must be 18’ wide. This will limit some areas from qualifying and automatically self-regulate.

 

· Motion to reauthorize the Overlay Zone as it is presently constituted is made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Sean Bartschi, all in favor.

 

In work meeting, a campground ordinance is discussed. Mitch hands out a rough draft that has been built from previous discussions on the matter. This early attempt was to try and create an ordinance that provides structure and some control, while being good for the community. It is very similar to the rules already being used at the Hot Springs Park at North Beach. This ordinance will not affect the individual property owner who has friends and family camping on their property occasionally. The board with the commissioners made several changes to the draft that might reflect the needs of our county better, with the main emphasis being the campground should not be a burden to the county.  Mitch will make the changes and will bring it to the board next time.

 

· Motion to approve the minutes from last meeting was made by Kristy Crane, seconded by Steve Hardy, all in favor.
 

· Election of officers, a motion is made by Sean Bartschi to retain Ron Jensen as Chairman, and Albert Johnson as Vice Chairman, it was seconded by Steve Hardy, all in favor.

 
Brad Jensen asks about the 40-acre zoning requirement in the county. He wonders if it could be smaller. Some discussion ensues but it is decided that it will remain the same.
