At 7:07pm Chairman Jensen began the meeting asking Steve Hardy to lead in the pledge of allegiance.

 

There was one amendment to the agenda, adding Trevor Neal Lot Split.

· Motion to approve the amended agenda was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Steve Hardy, all in favor.

 

· Motion to go into public hearing for the Trevor Neal rezone was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Steve Hardy, all in favor.

Mitch explains the rules of a public hearing and gives his staff report. Trevor Neal wants to rezone approximately 80 acres to be rural community so he can split the property. This is along Pescadero Rd near Bennington. It meets the requirements for the Rural Community Overlay Zone, and Mitch checked with the Road and Bridge Supervisor to verify the size and maintenance of the road.

Wade Olorenshaw a surveyor representing Trevor Neal points out that there are homes on this road already requiring county road maintenance. He reads from the County Land Use Ordinance and feels what Trevor Neal wants to do fits into the definition.

 

From the audience, Quinn Jensen, a neighbor to this land wonders why there has to be a rezone to split this lot. He feels the Pescadero Rd is already too busy for the size it is. When moving farm equipment on the road, traffic is hindered. He also worries about the added wells and septic systems that might come with more development. Mitch interjects that Trevor is only asking for one 5-acre lot for a single-family residence to be rezoned at this time.

Next, Jenifer Jensen, a neighbor she is also a board member for the Soil and Water Conservation District, wants to know what happens when the Ag land and residential land collides? Also if this passes can Trevor Neal split more lots off? The answer was yes, after 5 years.

James Hardcastle, a land owner nearby worries about protecting the farmer from the residential people who complain about farming. He has seen other places where the farmer is harassed by residential people when livestock cross onto the residential properly.  Mitch said he will check with the attorney about some type of easement agreement.

 

· Motion to leave public hearing is made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Steve Hardy, all in favor.

 

· Motion to go into public hearing for Campground Ordinance was made by Kay Beck, seconded by Sean Bartschi, all in favor.

 

Mitch explains there is a need and an interest for a campground ordinance with the increased camping in the county. Campgrounds are allowed in two zones now in the county, Ag and Commercial. He has used ordinances from other counties as a template for what could be used in our county. The attempt by the board is to not be over baring but still give some direction on how the county wants campgrounds to look and operate.

 

From the audience, Vernon Hemmert, manager of the Hot Springs at the North end of Bear Lake, likes most of what is in the ordinance, since he is already doing most of it in his operation. He does have some concerns that he discusses with the board concerning buffer areas, trees, and other things.

Bill Stock says the ordinance is not ready to be adopted. He feels there are too many things not explained. He feels the county would be better off using a conditional use permit for all of the specifics instead of an ordinance. 

Mark Anderson asks about camping for more than 60 days, and asks about a camp host.

Trevor Neal asks how the 60-day camping restriction would be enforced.

Much discussion about buffer areas and how it would work.

Candice Anderson asks if all current campgrounds would have to be brought up to this new ordinance.

Other issues brought up were, sewer disposal, cabins, RV or tent camping.

 

· Motion to go out of hearing was made by Steve Hardy, seconded by Albert Johnson, all in favor.

 

Trevor Neal rezone deliberation, it all seems to be within the ordinance.

 

· Motion to accept the Trevor Neal rezone application to rezone the five acres to rural community was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Kristy Crane, all in favor.

 

· Motion to accept the Trevor Neal lot split application was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Sean Bartschi, all in favor.

 

Tom Morgan presents his concept plan for a subdivision near St Charles. It is in the St Charles impact area and will be along the lake. He has met with St Charles city and has resolved the sewer issues, and has met with Idaho Water Resources, as well as St Charles irrigation company. He is planning 264 lots right now. He asked the board for any ideas or suggestions he should be looking at as he moves forward.

 

Campground ordinance deliberation, the board decides to table this ordinance for now and address the changes brought up in the meeting. The board spends a few minutes going over the entire ordinance making adjustments now, and Mitch has a list of changes he can work on.
