At 7:04 pm Chairman Jensen started the meeting and asked Kristy Crane to lead the pledge of allegiance.

The agenda had one correction, and that was to add Mark Anderson-illegal lot split.

 

· Motion to approve the agenda as amended was made by Kay Beck, seconded by Albert Johnson, all in favor.

 

The Wayne Davidson lot split was explained by Mitch. Wayne wants to split 1.3 acres from a larger piece in the impact area of St Charles. It’s next to Minnetonka Cave Rd, and meets all the requirements of a lot split.

 

· Motion to approve the lot split for Wayne Davidson was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Kristy Crane, all in favor.

 

Stuart Crane has some questions for the board about dividing land along the Lower Bern Rd. He owns several  parcels of land, 7 are the subject for today,  each around 40 acres. They are all in the Ag 40 Zone. Stuart is proposing applying for a Rural Community Overlay Zone on each parcel and dividing a lot off of each lot. Each parcel he is considering is along a county road and would meet the requirements for the rezone. Each parcel has its own tax ID number. The board feels this is a proper use of the overlay zone.

 

Mark Anderson has  recently purchased 32 acres near Bloomington, in an Ag 40 zone. The property was flagged “Illegal Split” when he bought it, and he was aware of this. He would like to build a camp ground on the land and was asking the board if there was a way to remove the illegal split. The board informs Mark that there really isn’t a way to remove the illegal split. They suggested ways to help, including buying more adjacent land to bring the total to 40 acres or more. Currently the Rural Community Overlay Zone doesn’t extend down that far, so that is not an option.
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Mitch presents the adjusted Camp Ground Ordinance. There were several changes suggested at the hearing, and Mitch also asked Stephanie Bonney, the attorney, to go over it. The ordinance was reviewed by the board, noting the changes. Most changes were clarification in the wording, and definitions. There was some discussion on how to handle existing campgrounds in the county.

 

· Motion to approve the most recent version of the Camp Ground Ordinance as of March 15, 2017, recognizing that two existing campgrounds (KOA and Hot Springs) are allowed to continue as in the past, and change the setback requirement to 50 foot from the high way right of way was made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Steve Hardy, all in favor.

 

The Rural Community Overlay Zone was discussed last month, and it was decided to continue using it for at least another three years when it will be reviewed again. Tonight the board discussed moving the boundary of the overlay zone to include some property a little further South around Dingle and maybe other areas and possibly changing the minimum acres allowed in the rezone. Some thought that one acre was too small for the Ag areas where people want to have less development. Mitch will draw up some changes including the minimum acres to 5 acres, and will bring them to the board next month.
