Chairman Jensen began the meeting at 7:05 pm and asked Kay Beck to lead the pledge of allegiance.

 

· Motion to approve the agenda as posted was made by Steve Hardy seconded by Kristy Crane, all in favor.

 

Tom Morgan has a concept plan for a subdivision that he would like the board to review again and see if there is anything that he should be preparing for before he spends more money on the preliminary and final plats. These are the same plans he brought before. He still is working on acquiring water, and he thinks that will be resolved soon. The Army Corp of Engineers has approved most of the land and will come back to finish the rest sometime this summer. The board all agree this subdivision fits in the ordinance requirements.

 

· Motion to approve this Concept Plan for a subdivision for Tom Morgan provided Tom Morgan acquires the proper amount of water is made by Albert Johnson, seconded by Kay Beck, all in favor.

 

Mark Anderson would like his property cleared of its Illegal Lot Split label. He has come prepared with an exception he found in the County Subdivision Ordinance under E Exceptions # 6 stating that, “An allocation of land in the settlement of an estate of a decedent or a divorce decree for the distribution of property”. The property in question was 40 acres at one time but was divided some time ago by the family. Mark contends that this exception should apply since the original owner had a living trust showing what he wanted done with the property after his death. Exception 6 seems to allow the trust to finish its intent as part of settling the estate. There was much conversation about whether or not the trust can be allowed and the exception used. During the conversation, Mark Anderson expressed his desire to have the property rezoned to commercial for his ideas of a business. More conversation about zoning to commercial came up. Mitch explained that the County Attorney Stephanie Bonnie was consulted prior to the meeting and it was determined that in our county land can be rezoned to commercial even if it’s not adjacent to other commercial property as was generally thought before.  Roy Bunderson was in the audience and has some input on the topic. He said since the exception is in the 
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ordinance the board has to respect it. He argued that the Trust is a legal document and therefore the splitting of that land as described in the trust was legal, and the illegal split should be removed from the description. The board discusses rezoning the land to commercial, and recognize that doing so would remove the illegal lot split label. Mark would have to go through the process of a hearing and application.

 

· Motion to remove the illegal lot split label from Mark Anderson’s property sighting Exception 6 of the General Provisions of the Bear Lake County Subdivision Ordinances, was made by Sean Bartschi, seconded by Albert Johnson, all in favor.
 

Old business, the board discusses the Overlay Zone, and wonder if allowing property to be divided down to 1 acre would allow lots that are too small for the general area of agriculture. Could they change the rezone to allow lots down to 5 acres? Mitch was asked to draft something to fit in the overlay zone ordinance restricting the lots to not less than 5 acres.
