The Peter Crane Rezone. Kristy Crane recuses herself as she is wife of the applicant, and joins her husband on that side of the table.

 

· Motion to go into a hearing for the Peter Crane Rezone is made by Steve Hardy, 
seconded by Albert Johnson, all in favor.

 

Mitch explains this is a rezone request to change some AG ground near Bennington to Rural Community. Mitch explains the hearing process. Peter then explains they have 200 acres and wants to rezone 40 acres. It is next to Maple Canyon Rd, a county road that is regularly maintained. He shows the board on a map where this will be. His intention is to split a part off of that piece and build a house.  There were no comments from the audience.

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Deliberation on the Peter Crane rezone, it meets all the requirements for the rezone.

Peter Crane Lot Split.  Peter Crane wants to split 6.9 acres out of the 40 acres he just rezoned.

Ephraim Hoge Lot Split. Ephraim shows a map where he wants to split some land. It is along HWY 89 between Bloomington and Paris. This is some discussion about which city impact area it is in. The rules are the same for the Planning and Zoning, while there Ephraim has some questions about splitting more land in that field. He receives some clarification on how many lots can access a private drive before the road has to be improved.

Todd Jones Subdivision Concept Plan.  Todd and his representative, Lance, have been buying land at or near the Hot Springs park on the North end of Bear Lake. That land had been divided and platted as a subdivision many years ago, and the lots are very small. Todd has purchased most of them and wants to reconfigure the land so the lots are bigger and more usable as building lots. He has preliminary plans for 18 lots and 40 townhouses. He does not have 4 lots inside of this yet and may have to work around them. He is working with the Health Department on how to take care of the sewer. He doesn’t know if there is enough water at this point. Mitch checked with the attorney for the board and she thinks they can reconfigure the subdivision without doing a vacation of the plat. They are just asking if the board is okay with the plan so far, and the board thinks it’s a good idea.
